watershed-wide groundwater and surface water monitoring program.
• Five-year update to evaluate compliance and iterative actions if needed.

Agreement Provisions

• Four recycling agencies – City, MNWD, SMWD, TCWD

• Implement 2014 SNMP Work Plan, or as updated

• Work performed by in-kind services and SJBA consultant 

• Group review of monitoring work and responsibilities 
for following Calendar Year (CY – initially 2021) – by March 1

• Group review of budget – by March 1

• Written approval of individual responsibilities – by May 1

• All work completed by March 31 of following year



Agreement Provisions (contd)

• Cost allocation – recycled water usage in prior calendar year
by hydrologic subarea, per SOCWA annual report

• Invoices sent by September 30 for following CY

• Term – 5 years, extension by amendment

• Termination – by unanimous consent of all

• Withdrawal by individual party
• 90-day notice; reimburse entire fiscal year of effective date

• Individual party is responsible for compliance

• Withdrawal noted in annual report



Other

• Approval is for following calendar year (CY) --CY 2021

• Costs budgeted on a fiscal year basis (Jul/Jun) --FY 2020/21

• Monitoring performed January thru December -- CY 2021

• Annual report submitted in June --June 2022

• Consultant contract (18 months) --Jan 2021 thru Jun 2022

• Plan/work/report (30 months) --Jan 2020 thru Jun 2022

• Approval of Agreement is approval of immediate participation
(first invoice – September 2020, for CY 2021)
